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Last week: Murrel Bland
showed a film about the
Wyandotte Convention of
1959 that was adopted by
the State of Kansas that led
to our statehood on January
29th, 1861. The film was
produced by the Wyandotte
County Historical Society
and the Kansas City Com-
munity College.

The Final Kansas Constitutional Convention was held in the largest building in Kansas in 1859 in Kan-
sas City (then Wyandotte). The film has interviews with delegates who described what happened. Also
featured was Clarina Nichols who was an abolitionist newspaper editor from Quindaro who championed
women’s rights. Kansas was the first state to grant property rights to women and also a vote in school
elections.
